PTA General Assembly Meeting

Tuesday, August 11, 2009
Eaton Elementary Principal Heather Byers welcomed everyone to the PTA Open House meeting. She explained how the Open House will be run: parents will be released to the classrooms for two 20-25 minute sessions. After explaining the Open House procedure, Mrs. Byers turned the meeting over to PTA President, Tammy Covil.

PTA President Tammy Covil called the meeting to order at 6:34. After introducing herself as the 2009-2010 PTA president and acknowledging the board she will be working with this year, Tammy followed with a few announcements. 
First, she reminded everyone that Attractions Book sales are underway and payments are due by August 20th. She also reminded everyone to send unsold books back to school. Tammy then reminded everyone to join the PTA and informed the assembly that Membership Chair Susan Gray will be available at the PTA table in the hallway after the meeting. Next, Tammy reminded everyone about the passive fundraisers that earn money for our school. She urged everyone to remember to collect and turn in box tops and ink cartridges. She urged everyone to re-link their Harris Teeter VIC cards, Food Lion MVP cards, and Target cards to Eaton Elementary. 
Tammy then announced the launch of a PTA website this year. She thanked Kent Mulholland, our webmaster, who has donated the website this year. Tammy explained the website will be an additional resource for information such as calendar updates and PTA forms, which can be downloaded from the site. She further explained the PTA Newsletter will be posted on the website instead of printing it. This will save the PTA a significant amount of money, as printing costs continue to rise.
Tammy then reminded everyone to come out to the Hammerheads soccer game tomorrow night to support Eaton 4th and 5th graders as they sing the National Anthem.

Tammy thanked the board and their families for their time.
Next, Tammy asked for a motion to approve the minutes from the April 2009 General Assembly meeting. Susan Garrett made a motion to approve the minutes and Patsy Brinson seconded the motion. The motion was passed.
Tammy introduced Treasurer Jana Buhler who gave the treasurer’s report. As of July 30, 2009, we have $12,140.33 in savings and $5,310.51 in checking for a total amount available of $17,450.84.
Tammy announced that the 2009-2010 PTA budget needs to be approved. Mike Messineo made a motion to approve the budget. Jana Buhler seconded the motion. The motion was passed.
Tammy then introduced Liz Smith, Ways and Means Chair. Liz explained the Olympian Fund Campaign which will be underway starting August 17th. She stated the campaign was started two years ago as a way to simplify fundraising and get rid of the middle man in fundraising efforts. For the last 2 years, the campaign has raised enough money to fund all PTA projects. The campaign requests that all students try to raise at least $40 each. Liz explained there will be prize levels for money raised. For example, raising $40 will earn a student a new school magnet; $60 will earn a student a magnet and wristband for the inflatables at Bounce & Bingo; $100 will earn a student all of the above plus the chance to win a party pack from a participating vendor; $200 will earn a student the chance to win a Megaprize. The Megaprize will be announced at the Olympian Fund Assembly for students next week.
Liz concluded by acknowledging the tough economic times we are in, but asking all of us to do what we can. This is a one-time donation. The campaign kicks off August 17th and all donations are due by September 4th.
Next, Tammy reminded everyone to check the Lost & Found items in the Media Center for any belongings. Unclaimed items will go to Goodwill. Tammy also reminded everyone that Mrs. Parker will be giving a tutorial on how to look up books in the media center from home computers. Tammy also asked everyone to support the 5th grade bake sale going on in the hallway. They are trying to raise money to participate in the ropes course.

Tammy adjourned the General Assembly meeting at 6:50 and turned the meeting over to Mrs. Byers for Open House.
